PSHE and Citizenship

We deliver PSHE in EYFS through daily EYFS play-based activities, role-play areas, quality children’s fiction and reflective discussion to begin to build pupils’

knowledge and understanding, skills, attitudes and attributes related to PSHE elements of education. Strands are taken from the ‘Development Matters’

document, September 2020. In KS1 and KS2, we deliver PSHE using a curriculum developed by the PSHE association, of which our Federation are members.
Our thematic approach to primary PSHE education, covers all three core themes of the Programme of Study (Health and Wellbeing; Relationships; and Living in the
Wider World) over the school year, with three topics per half term. This approach allows different year groups to work on similar themes at the same time, building
a spiral programme year on year, whilst offering flexibility in terms of medium term planning. The colour coded topic areas can be adapted to meet planning
requirements, pupils’ stage of development and needs and to reflect the context of the school and local community.
